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The Annual Report:
1. Is the joint responsibility of the whole PCC
2. Is a review, not a catalogue of events
3. Puts the financial statements into perspective
4.  Is totally separate from any verbal statement, or 

address, given at the APCM
5.  Is for the General Public, not just the Church
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The Annual Report: has three elements:
1. Trustees’ Report
2. Accounts
3. Independent Examiner’s or Auditor’s Report

Reports and Accounts cover year
1 January to 31 December
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1. Administrative Information
2. Structure, Governance and management
3. Objectives and Activities
4. Achievements and Performance
5. Financial Review
6. Plans for the Future
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Two categories of report (compulsory)
1. All Trustees’ Reports must include the items shown in  

‘*’ red text in this presentation
2. Disclosures shown in ‘#’ grey text must also be 

included by PCCs whose income was greater than the 
audit threshold (£250,000) in the last, or previous two 
years (2004 – 2006)

3. A PCC below the audit threshold may choose to
include some, or all, of the disclosures shown in grey 
text
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* Full name of Church
* Address of church building
* Official correspondence address for PCC
* List of all PCC members
# Names of bankers and legal advisors
# Name of Independent Examiner / Auditor
# Names of those who have day-to-day managerial 

control of charity usually incumbent/ wardens
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* Statement of how PCC is constituted
“The PCC operates under the Parochial Church Council 

Powers Measure.  The PCC is excepted by order from 
registering with the Charity Commission.”

The PCC (Powers) measure 1956 states the PCC “is to co-
operate with the minister in promoting in the parish the whole 

mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, social, and 
ecumenical”

Not a bad mission statement!
